Today’s Readings 

 

Wisdom 12.13,16-19; Romans 8.12-25; Matthew 13.24-30,36-43 

 

In today’s readings we are reminded that we are called to live without 

judging other people – God alone can both understand and judge all 

things.  

 

The reading from the Wisdom of Solomon speaks of the uniqueness of 

God. Along with his unquestioned power and authority go his consistent 

compassion and care for his people; so his love is strong and his 

judgement is merciful. 

 

In Romans Paul develops a vision of the whole of creation redeemed, set 

free from its bondage to decay. The present sufferings of this world are 

creation’s labour pains, as it seeks to give birth to the children of God.  

 

God’s reign has enemies. The matter is explored in another parable about 

sowing in the gospel from Matthew. If there are enemies trying to undo 

the work God is doing through Matthew’s community, how should the 

conflict be handled? The answer is that it will be sorted by God’s 

judgement at the end times; for the present the conflict will continue.
